OBITUARY

Howard Kuhn

1921 - 2010

HOWARD KUHN, former CIAM Space Models SC Chairman, from Alexandria (near Washington DC, USA), passed away at age of 89 after a long illness, Wednesday, June 23 2010...just one day before the beginning of Great Lakes Cup, the sensational World Cup, which gathered sportsmen from three continents to the USA.

 Howard Kuhn, a surveying engineer, with vast international professional experience, served as the CIAM Space Models SC Chairman for 17 years (1979 - 1995). Harry G. Stine invented Space Modelling and connected it to the FAI, but Howard spread it all over the world, introduced many new classes and World Cup contests and made of Space Modelling a real airsport.

      Howard professionally served in the USA, Japan, Turkey, Italy, Germany and South America and understood the unique  mentality of many nations. Consequently, he was able to communicate very easily with people from any country and became very much respected as the head of Space Modelling and much beloved by his associates.

     Howard started his Aero Modelling activity before WW2, but on joining Space Modelling, he became very successful sportsman, especially in S7-Scale. He took the Bronze medal at the 1st World Space Modelling Championships 1972, in Vrsac ~ former Yugoslavia - now Serbia and Bronze in class S5- Scale Altitude, at the 2nd WSMC 1974, in Dubnica-nad-Vahom ~ former Czechloslovakia - now Slovakia. For his achievements in Space Modelling he became in 1989, the second holder of FAI’s Aeromodelling Gold Medal and the first Space Modeller decorated with this medal. Personally, Howard was a very dear friend of mine for decades.

      Here are several lines written by Arthur ‘Trip’ Barber, President of the USA’s National Association of Rocketry, on Howard's contributions:
“Served in the U.S. Army for over 20 years in the Corps of Engineers, retiring as a Lt. Colonel in 1968.

Founded a company called ‘Competition Model Rockets’, after his military retirement, operating it until the late 1980s.  Introduced many innovations in model rocket products specialized for competition, including the piston launcher, the famous ‘Manta’ boost glider and vacuum-formed plastic nose cones and capsules for egg payloads.

Served as the contest director for the 1974 US National Championships and the 1980 World Spacemodeling Championships. US national champion in competition in 1969 and many times winner of US national Scale event championship.

Manager of the US Team in the World Spacemodeling Championships 1978.

Howard's passing is a great loss for all spacemodelers in the world and he shall stay in our memory for ever”

But it was disappointing in some respects because of lack of participants in two key classes - S8E/P was cancelled and classes S7, S1B and S3A were held only at the national level because of a lack of foreign competitors.

     I am very sorry that the S1B events had but few participants, as the basic intention was to check all systems for the World Championships and this was not possible to achieve. The flights confirmed the qualities of eAltimeters, but the event was very far from what we really needed. Participants' explanation was they hesitated entering, afraid of losing the device and the deposit of 40 Euros at the same time. The question is: whom do we consider the appropriate person, or association, to bear these losses...The organiser?

    Naturally, I invite you to submit ideas on how to resolve this problem in future, if we wish to have a lot of participants in all altitude classes in the future.

Great Lakes...who paid?!? ...over to Tony Reynolds and Pat Butler for the details
FIRST UP, Tony... “we worked directly with the Mayor of the Village of Owsego and tied the World Cup to two other events happening in the town. The previous weekend they had annual festival with music, food and other entertainment. That drew approximately 20,000 people, the bank was also celebrating its anniversary with an annual party the same weekend as the World Cup.”
     “We proposed the World Cup as an additional promotion piece for sponsorship during the festival. They wanted to launch a couple of high powered rockets at the festival. These rockets were on display at the bank and other merchants around the town for weeks before the festival. The bank promoted the vendors who purchased ad space on the rockets, they were also promoted in over 10,000 flyers that were distributed during the festival. So by promoting businesses during the festival we earned collateral that was used in sponsorship for the World Cup. 

Pat Butler was the primary organizer for the event sponsorship. I am copying him on my response and he can elaborate on how it was done. The important thing, I think Pat will agree, is that it is repeatable and based on what we learned the next one will certainly be better. It was a good show and Pat deserves the credit for putting it together. My job was to run manage the WC which can be challenging but was much easier with all the groundwork done by Pat”     ...Over to Pat:
“This was a very complex event to coordinate as there were a lot of aspects to it. I spent about 6 months prior to the contest working on getting sponsors. I developed a three tier sponsorship program that consisted of a Mercury, Gemini, and Apollo level of sponsorships. I've attached the actual flyer I designed. It was basically just a lot of work contacting dozens of businesses in order to secure the sponsorships. I wanted to provide the sponsors with enough advertising so that they felt that their sponsorship dollars got them a good profile, even if our event ended up by not being well attended”.

     “The first thing I arranged was for a hi-power demonstration launch at a local community festival in front of about 10,000 people. I did this in cooperation with our partner in the event, a local bank called Allied First Bank. The names of the major sponsors were announced in front of the crowd who were waiting for a concert to begin. My rockets were adorned with the logos of the major sponsors. We provided the details of our contest event which was coming up in the next week”.

     “We also provided some cardstock rocket kits that were free for kids to take and those rocket kits also had the names and logo of some of our sponsors printed on them.

     We printed 5,000 four color flyers that were also handed out at this community festival during its three day run. Allied also gave away some inflatable rockets for the kids to play with”.

     “About one week prior to our event we did a radio interview on a local station as well as a 30-minute interview on a local cable television channel. We had our 'logo' rocket prominently displayed during the taping so that our sponsors got even more coverage”.

     “The contest site itself included two large banners with the names and logos of our major sponsors as well as smaller signs placed throughout the contest site. Those signs were then given away to the sponsors after our event so that they could use them for their own use in the future. The name of our sign sponsor who provided the signs at no charge was prominently printed on the backs of those signs in case our sponsors wanted to order any signs from him. We had some 'pad sign' sponsors which were smaller signs placed at each launch pad position for sponsors who were looking for a more affordable sponsorship option”.

     “We worked with a local Boy Scout troop who provided us with free tracking and recovery of our rocket. The competitors did not ever have to leave the launch site as their rockets were brought back to them. The Boy Scouts were working on their merit badges and got credit towards those badges as a result of helping us. Quest Aerospace donated a bunch of rocket kits to be given to any of the Scouts who volunteered for us”.

     “All in all, we pulled in about $10,000 USD worth of sponsorships that allowed us to provide free food, lodging, and transportation to our foreign guests, including the Canadians. This allowed us to have a truly international competition here in the U.S. I plan on securing more sponsors for the 2012 Great Lakes Cup and would like to even pay for the airfare of some international competitors”.
