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First up, no more waiting!?! ..who is interspace.. Space Modeller of 2010?!?  But this year sees an innovation, the achievements of one teenage Space Modeller have transcended any normal standards and he takes his place amongst the Greats.

DIFFICULT, for I seem to have known Toni Mazz for ever...in relative terms I have, since the day HE started! ..but more of that later. interspace.. has listed his achievements in Space Modelling for so very many years. But none of this qualifies him for 2010’s accolade.

The 18th World Space Modelling Championships in Srbija, was to be the scene of his greatest moments. Good enough to win S3A-Parachute Duration and S9A-Gyrocopter Duration and become double World Champion!  Impressive enough, but these results made Toni the most successful sportsman in the history of Space Modelling’s World Championships, now totalling FOUR GOLD MEDALS! ..but also backed up by TWO SILVER MEDALS – S6A-Streamer in 2000 & S6B-Streamer, in 2004, plus ONE BRONZE – S1B-Altitude, in 2000. Other 4 Gold medal space modellers are Jan Kotuha (SVK), Aleksandr Levikh (RUS) and Franz Weissgerber (GER). This is an amazing pantheon. But let’s not forget, “behind every great man etc..”; Paola Pieroni – Allenatore d’Italia – must take some credit..
     However, medals alone will not guarantee this accolade. All previous awardees have a record of contribution outside of FAI contests. Toni has been researching the history of the World Cup over many years. Your Editor’s knowledge has been tapped into on a number of occasions. The Editor’s eternal willingness to respond to enquiries played a key role too...recently, I penned the following for a new book..
“August 1993 saw me receive a letter from Rome, from a guy who’d heard of me and wanted to know about international Space Modelling. A friend at the Cross Keys, in Castle Donington, spoke Italian and for the price of a bottle of Chianti, translated my reply. In essence, it said that I’d be attending the 15th Ljubljana Cup, during the weekend of 24-26 September..”
   ..This letter came from Toni and we later met up at an atrociously wet Ljubljana barje, with his sister Speranza. No medals there, but he notched the first of innumerable S6A-Streamer Golds at the Swiss RAK Cup, only two weeks later. Wonder what would have happened if I hadn’t answered that letter from Rome?!?

 Postscript...Toni went to the 32nd Ljubljana Cup and scored the Golden Dragon in a 60+ startlist, in S6A-Streamer. If anyone had to fly S6A for my life, it is Antonio Mazzaracchio..  Funny, he’s not been World Champ at this - his best event - yet!

History of Space Modelling... Jason Wentworth comes online once more
MORE KITS!!  ..There is a way that model rocketeers in the UK, Europe, Australia, and other countries outside of the United States and Canada can experience much of the excitement of the earliest days of the hobby, when several companies all vied with each other to satisfy the demand for the then-new space models. 

     Semroc Astronautics (see: www.semroc.com), which was itself one of the early model rocket companies (it operated in Ayden, North Carolina from 1968 to 1971, then was re-started by the original owners in 2002), produces "Retro-Repro" reproductions of several companies' classic old model rocket kits (including their own original kits).  This company is like the phoenix that rises anew from its own ashes.  In its original form, Semroc produced not only model rocket kits, but also its own rocket motors and launching equipment.  They even published a technical journal called Astronautic Modeler - a scan of the May 1970 issue, which also includes a Semroc catalog, can be seen here:

     In 1971, as the American public's interest in space flight and rocketry waned, Semroc Astronautics became insolvent and closed its doors.  Carl and Sheryl McLawhorn, Semroc's founders, stored thousands of the company's rocket kits, motors, launching accessories, parts, and publications in a warehouse in Ayden, with the hope of one day re-opening Semroc's doors.  Those hopes were dashed in 1984, when a tornado totally destroyed the warehouse and its contents.  The couple refused to give up, however.  After almost two decades of dreaming and planning, Carl and Sheryl re-incorporated Semroc Astronautics in 2002 in Knightdale, North Carolina, with a new goal--to re-capture the excitement and wonder of the early days of model rocketry.

     In addition to producing their line of "Retro-Repro" kits, the new Semroc also offers "up-scaled" and "down-scaled" versions of classic kits, as well as a very large selection of rocket parts for modelers who like to "clone" other classic model rocket kits.  The reproduction parts encompass AMROCS (Advanced Model Rocket Systems), Centuri Engineering Company, Estes Industries, Enerjet, FSI (Flight Systems, Inc.), MMI (Model Missiles, Inc.), RDC (Rocket Development Corporation), and Semroc (old kit's parts).  [Scans of catalogs from these and other model rocket companies can be seen on the Ninfinger Productions Model Rockets web site at: ww.ninfinger.org/rockets/rockets.html] 

     Semroc's model rocket kits, including their "Retro-Repro" kits, incorporate modern materials and methods, such as two-part Kevlar/elastic shock cords and laser-cut balsa (and fiber) fins.  (The only exceptions are in Semroc's small line of "xKit" reproduction kits, which preserve the original "feel" of the early days of model rocketry by using the same types of rocket parts that were used back then.  The "xKits" use the old-style rubber band-type shock cords and other old-style rocket parts.  Also, the "xKits" do not come with kit instructions--the builder can download and print them, free of charge, from Jim Zalewski's "JimZ Rocket Plans" web site [see: www.spacemodeling.org/JimZ/index.htm ], which is an online archive of old rocket kit plans.)  Each "Retro-Repro" kit includes brief historical descriptions of both the original rocket kit and the company that developed it.
